I would draw parents’ attention to the fact that there has been a change in regard to applications to
selective schools. Some parents in the past have made application to schools such as Wilsons and
Wallington. The new admissions arrangements mean that these schools will be conducting their entrance
tests very early in September and that the results of these tests will then be notified before parents have to
submit to the Local Authority their Common Application Form in October 2007 for secondary admission.
Any parents considering applications to these selective schools are advised to check arrangements with
the individual schools NOW as in some cases open days have already been held and you will need to
apply directly to the schools concerned for application forms. We will be dealing with general transfer
arrangements at the Autumn Term parent information evenings.
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
